On November 10, 1775, the Continental Congress meeting in Philadelphia passed a resolution stating, "two battalions of Marines are to be raised" for service as landing forces with the fleet. This resolution, sponsored by John Adams, established the Continental Marines and marked the birth date of the “United States Marine Corps” to serve on land and at sea.
COURAGE

 COMMITMENT
In 1942, President Roosevelt and Congress established a presidential directive giving blacks an opportunity to be recruited into the United States Marine Corps. They came from all parts of the United States and assembled at Montford Point Camp, Camp LeJeune, North Carolina. They were approximately twenty-two thousand (22,000) strong, to train from 1942 - 1949, to wear the Title United States Marine.
